This ministry uses the most effective means available to bring
development and relevant technologies to improve the quality of
life for families in rural villages and communities. Meeting
everyday practical needs is a great way to build trust and
relationship in order to share the Good News of Jesus Christ.

Build a Stove - For only $50 a safe, healthier cooking stove can
be built.  This stove is fuel-efficient, elevated, and the smoke from
the burning wood is vented outside, which improves the quality
of the air inside the home. 

                Suggest Gift: $50
Build a Water-Collection Cistern for a Family - In Santa
Maria de Jesus, the average family has eight children and has
limited access to city water.  For $250 you can help provide clean
water for cooking and drinking for a family by helping build a
cistern to collect and store rainwater. The individual family does
help cover some of the cost of the materials and labor for making
the concrete used to build the cistern.

    Suggested Gift: $250
Tools for the AT Workshop - The AT
workshop is where new ideas are tried and
tested and where young people from Santa
Maria de Jesus come and learn basic
concepts of water purification and
sanitation.  More tools are needed to equip
this workshop.

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Child Sponsorship Program

A practical way you can offer hope and a better future to a child
in need is through our Sowing Hope Child Sponsorship Program.
Being a monthly sponsor enables children from poor villages
to attend school and receive a quality education based on the
Word of God. Sponsorship creates a personal connection
between you and your sponsored child. You can choose to
sponsor a child from either of Mission Impact's partner
schools, Escuela Vida & Esperanza or Proximos Pasos.

When you choose to sponsor a child through the Sowing Hope
Sponsorship Program, you will receive an information packet
with a biography and photo of your student.  You can expect
yearly personal updates and photos from your sponsored child,
along with quarterly updates from the school where your
sponsored child attends.

We ask for a minimum commitment of one year, but
we encourage you to continue your sponsorship for
as long as the child attends school.

Education-Vida & Esperanza School
The vision of Vida & Esperanza (School of Life and Hope) is to provide
a holistic education to more than 290 children in grades K through
9. There is a strong emphasis on the development of Christian character
and leadership. The vision and outreach of the school for its local
community and for Guatemala continues to grow each year.

Musical Instruments - A gift of $100 helps buy needed
musical instruments for the school's band. The band frequently
performs in other communities as a way of sharing the gift
of music and the Gospel.  Twenty gifts would help the band
purchase the instruments that are lacking.

Suggested Gift: $100
Classroom Desk - Vida & Esperanza School increases in
enrollment each year and needs to purchase additional
classroom desks. A gift of $35 will buy one new classroom
desk. The school needs to buy 30 new desks for the 2012
school year.

Suggested Gift $35
Refurbished Computer -  Computers don't last forever!
Vida & Esperanza school is replacing its computer lab with
new refurbished computers at a cost of $155 per computer.
These newer model computers are fully rebuilt, guaranteed
for one year and come with a licensed operating system in
Spanish. The school needs to replace 35 computers.

Suggested Gift $155
Classroom Textbooks - A gift of $50 will help Vida & Esperanza
school purchase new classroom textbooks in the areas of Industrial
Arts and Life Skill Classes that focus on health and nutrition.  Twenty
five gift selections toward this need would cover this need.

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Education-Proximos Pasos School

 This school translated into English means “Next Steps”, and is just
for girls in the Mayan village of Santa Maria de Jesus, located on
the slopes of Volcano Agua. Over 125 girls in grades 1 through 6
are taught the basics plus cooking, sewing, computer, and Bible
classes.  These are girls who the public schools do not have space
for or do not meet certain minimum public school requirements.

Life Skills Teacher - With this donation we can hire a teacher
specifically to teach our students Life Skills such as cooking, sewing,
computer classes, etc.  Your gift of $350 will provide the salary for
this teacher for one month and will have a life-giving impact on
many girls' lives.

Suggested Gift:  $350
Supplies for a Lice Wash - Your gift of $125 will buy the necessary
supplies to treat the girls once for lice - a widespread problem at
the school.  This is done on a monthly basis to
promote good hygiene among the students.  

Suggested Gift: $125
Sewing machines - A highlight for the girls at
Proximos Pasos School is their sewing classes.  The
Life Skills classroom needs to be equipped with
five more sewing machines at a cost of $175 for
each machine.

  Suggested Gift $175

Most girls in the villages only study to 3rd grade, and thereafter
are expected to work full-time in the home or in the markets.
